2012 Arizona Elections

This year we will elect a new President, Arizonans will elect 9 members to the U.S. House of Representatives, and one
US. Senator. We gained a seat in Congress after the last census results were compiled. Plus there will be many local
elections.

Below are the dates for the Presidential Preference, State Primary, and the General Election. Presidential primaries in
Arizona are closed. This means that you must be registered with a party in order to vote in their Presidential Preference
Election. Only the Republican and Green parties have opted to participate in the 2012 Presidential Preference. There
are twenty-three names on the Republican Primary and six on the Green Party’s. Check with your County Recorder’s
Office for the parties recognized in your county.

Other primaries in Arizona are semi-closed. With the exception of the Libertarian Party the rest of the Parties have
opted for semi-closed primaries. This means that independents, non-partisan, or a member of a non-recognized party
can vote by selecting ONE party’s primary to vote in on August 28, 2012. Registered party members can only vote in
their own party’s primary. If you are not registered to vote or you wish to change your party affiliation you must
complete either by the dates listed below.

A training session was held on Saturday morning of the VOD weekend. The choir was
well-attended but the congregation must have been out shopping. Problems with report-
ing were discussed in detail. They were discussed again on Sunday morning during the
Council of Administration meeting. Comments were made about auxiliaries not paying
attention to reporting requirements. I
not present to hear. | also understand many of our sisters cannot afford to drive to state
meetings. But there should be a representative from each auxiliary at every meeting of
their respective districts. Obviously there is a tremendous amount of ambivalence to-
ward district participation, reporting requirements and even toward some of our national
programs. You miss your district meeting - you miss out on training by your state chair-
men.

We were taught that reports that have a
longer acceptable and probably never should have been. EVERY AUXILIARY MUST
REPORT AT LEAST ONE POSITIVE ITEM ON EVERY NATIONAL PROGRAM RE-
PORT. We cannot be 100% reported unless we require this. And without 100% report-
ing Arizona will not qualify for national awards. When auxiliaries fail to care whether
they report their activities or not - they are being grossly unfair to our state officers and
chairmen who spend a tremendous amount of pocket money and what should be family
time, to travel the state, trying to make sure our programs are worked appropriately and
that the sisters doing that work get credit for their efforts. There are still many auxiliaries
with few or no Program Activity Reports filed with Judy Hamlin.

With regard to VOD/PP | was able to note that more often than not, post members take
their programs to the schools without auxiliary sisters. The sisters generally get involved
with judging and/or award presentation. Of course, there are wonderful exceptions to
this and they will not have a problem having something to report. But there will be auxil-
iaries who wait to get involved later, and then there are no entries. So they would nor-
mally not have anything to report for the whole year. That,dear ladies, is fixable. Simply
donate to the VOD fund by sending a check to VFW Dept. Hdgtrs., 6907 E. Thomas
Road, Scottsdale, AZ, 85251-8 6 2 8 .
