 To make communities aware of the needs of our veterans and national security. 

 

 To make legislators more responsive to the needs of our veterans. 

 

 To encourage legislators to keep the promises of continued care for our veterans. 

 

 To assist in the passage of laws that maintain veterans‟ entitlements. 

 

 To promote public awareness of the importance of veterans‟ entitlements and national security. 

 

 To educate our members on the legislative process. 

 

 To educate our members and communities on pending legislation benefiting our veterans and 

national security. 

 

 To encourage all veterans to register with the VA so they can get the entitlements due them. 

 

In prior years the focus was on getting our members involved in the process, now we also want to get 

our Communities involved.  Step up and be a proponent of veterans‟ issues.  Let your community know 

the importance of veterans‟ entitlements and how legislation affects veterans.  Write letters to the edi-

tor; get friends and family involved - get them to write their lawmakers. 

 

There is currently a VFW Legislative Alert:  Say No to TRICARE Fees.  I urge everyone to go to the 

following link http://capwiz.com/vfw/issues/alert/?alertid=50425506 and send your senators a mes-

sage.  It is easy – scroll down to “Take Action” and follow the instructions.  There is a message already 

prepared for you to send, but you can edit or add your own text.  After you have sent your messages 

please copy the link and send it to everyone in your address book urging them to also contact their 

senators.  We can only stop this if enough people tell them we don‟t want this legislation.  Remember 

your representatives WORK FOR YOU and as your employee you need to tell them how you want 

them to vote. 

 

Auxiliary Chairman, do not forget to report your Auxiliary‟s activities each month to the Program Ac-

tivity Coordinator.  Also, remind your members to tell you how many of their representatives they con-

tact each month and by what means – email, phone, or in person.  Finally, Chairman read your Legisla-

tive Year End Report now. 

 

Since “Our Veterans Inspire Us to Excellence” We must “Step Up – Leave No Veteran Behind” by 

working the Legislative Program this year.  If you are not registered to vote, REGISTER.  Write your 

representatives, at all levels.  Track how your representatives are voting on laws that effect veterans 

and national security.

Have you looked at your packets yet?  If youôre a VOD chairman donôt read this article until 
you haveéYou will note that the Year End Report is right up front.  Why would I put the last 
thing you are going to do in front of all else???  If you donôt know what is expected of you be-
fore you start how will you know all you are supposed to do?  Many chairmen have had the 
stinking bad habit of not looking at that report until April 14th.  They read the questions and 
say things like, ñWow, Whatôs that?  Was I supposed to do that?ò  Uh duhééThis advice 
goes for all teams - not just mine. 
 
VOICE OF DEMOCRACY 
The Voice of Democracy Program is open to students in grades 9-12, who are enrolled in a 
public, private or parochial high school or home study program in the United States and its 
territories. Students should first draft their essay based on the 2011-2012 theme: "Is There 
Pride in Serving in Our Military?" Students should then record their reading of the draft to a 
CD. The recording should be no shorter than 3 minutes and no longer than 5 minutes (plus or 
minus 5 seconds).  Entries begin at the Post level. Once the student has created their essay 
and completed burning the audio version to a CD, they should submit their typed version, CD 
and the Voice of Democracy entry form to their local participating VFW Post no later than No-
vember 1, 2011. 
 
PATRIOTS PEN 
The Patriot's Pen program is open to students in grades 6-8, who are enrolled in a public, pri-
vate or parochial high school or home study program in the United States and its territories.  
Next, it's time to start drafting considering the 2011-2012 theme: "Are You Proud of Your 
Country?" Essays must be no less than 300 words and should not exceed 400 words and 
should be submitted to the Post, along with the completed Patriot's Pen entry form no later 

than November 1, 2011. 
 
Now for the steps of the programs: 
 
1.  Either copy the entry forms or order them from the VFW Store or online for VOD and PP 
(Patriotôs Pen).  NOW - donôt wait.                                         Continuedéé... 



2.  Call the school offices and find out when the teachers are reporting to work.  It should be a 
few days before the deluge of students.  For VOD, ask if there is an actual speech teacher or 
if you will be visiting with the English teachers for each grade level.  Get their names and ex-
tensions.  For PP, get the names and extensions of all pertinent home room teachers. 
 
3.  When the above date arrives call them and make an appointment with each teacher or 
group them if possible.  At the time (s) they choose go in and present your program (refer to 
the chairmanôs manual).  Give them several entry forms and copies of last yearôs winner for 
each respective program.  Leave them with a way to contact you and tell them you will be 
checking in with them every couple of weeks until the deadline.  (And you willé)   Also let 
them know they can refer the students to the VFW website to listen to last yearôs winning 
speeches.  Remember, the better you are at forming an actual relationship with teachers, the 
better the chances they will follow through for you.  You should give them a good reason to 
want to add more work to their already overloaded schedules. 
 
Once you have gotten this far take a deep breath and see future articles for the next steps.  
Donôt forget about State Scholarship.  If you have members in the post or either auxiliary who 
have graduating seniors as qualified family members you wonôt have to worry about partici-
pants.  Now that I have covered about 2% of you let me give the other 98% an ideaé 
 
When speaking with the teachers about VOD & PP, ask them if they know of any outstanding 
students who could use help with higher education costs.  There may be some who wonôt 
write speeches but could qualify if they are appropriately related to a future, (or maybe exist-
ing), VFW or Auxiliary member.  An existing member can be from anywhere.  Itôs only the stu-
dent who needs to reside in Arizona.   But did I say future?  When a teacher gives you the 
name of a student get their parental info.  Contact the parents, explain the State Scholarship 
program to them and ask if they are related to someone eligible for membership in one of our 
organizations.  HELLO - MEMBERSHIP OPPORTUNITY!!! 
 
You could also do that with all your contest participants.  You are already doing something for 
them.  If they are among those who just think the VFW is a bar full of drunken, aging boys 
telling war stories, they already have a much better impression you are giving them by work-
ing with their child.  If any of the family members have eligibility through someone get them 
excited and tell them how they, as members, can be a part of helping not only other students, 
but can also be instrumental in improving the quality of life for many folks.  You can even put 
a motion on your floor to buy the first year membership for people like this as a thank you gift 
for their childôs participation.  You could question their teachers too.  Wouldnôt it be awesome 
to have one of those teachers as a member?  What a lifeline for all your future youth pro-
grams! 
 
All topics, deadlines and other pertinent info are in your packets.  If you have questions not 
answered therein, call me anytime.  If you are a chairman reading this and havenôt looked at it 
yet - gotcha!!!

General Orders No. 1 July ï August 2011  

These General Orders are to be read at the first meeting following receipt  

before being filed for reference.  

 
1. Having been duly elected and installed as Department President of the Ladies Auxiliary to the Vet-

erans of Foreign Wars of the United States, Department of Arizona, on June 11, 2011, I hereby assume 

the duties of the Department President. The Officers and Chairmen for the 2011-2012 year have been 

duly elected or appointed and installed. All previous appointments have expired and are declared null 

and void.  

 

2. The Bond covering the Office of the Treasurer expires August 31, 2011. Pursuant to Article VIII Sec. 

814A, the Trustees are responsible for verifying that the Offices of the President and Treasurer are 

bonded. The application will be sent to the Auxiliary President and District President (provided National 

Headquarters has received Report of Installation) for completion and must be submitted along with an 

Auxiliary check to the National Treasurer, 406 W. 34th St. - 10th Floor, Kansas City, MO 64111 before 

August 31, 2011.  

 

3. Article VIII ï Officers, Section 810 ï President, Duties of (All Levels) Page 69  

 

Presidents on all levels shall, within thirty (30) days after assuming the duties of her office, submit to the 

Commander of the corresponding unit of the VFW, an itemized report of the financial and membership 

status of her unit. Such reports will be acknowledged by each respective Commander during the next 

regular meeting of the unit over which he presides and may be read to the members assembled.  

All Auxiliary funds must be reported including savings/investment accounts. It is acceptable to itemize 

those funds which are considered ñrestricted fundsò such as the Relief Fund or Cancer Programs.  

 

4. Article VIII ï Officers, Section 810A ï Auxiliary President Paragraph 2 Page 69  

She shall appoint a committee of not less than five (5) members, including the Treasurer, to contact all 

members during the year for payment of dues. They shall also contact those who have not paid dues for 

the preceding years. This Committee shall report on all contacts made and turn any money collected 

over to the Treasurer as soon as possible, but no later than the first meeting following collection.  

 

5. Article III ï Auxiliary Delegates - Sec. 305 ï National Convention Page 32  

Delegates and Alternates to the National Convention shall be elected at the last regular meeting in June; 

one (1) Delegate and one (1) Alternate for each fifty (50) members or fraction thereof in good standing 

in the Auxiliary on the date of election of Delegates. The Auxiliary Secretary shall send the names of the 

Delegates and Alternates to the National Secretary prior to the National Convention.  



6. Article 1 Membership ï Sec. 104 ï Recommendation Page 11  

The application shall be presented at a stated meeting of the Auxiliary on recommendation of a member 

in good standing of the Auxiliary or the Veterans of Foreign Wars of the United States. The member 

making the recommendation shall not be a member of the investigating committee.  

 

Article 1 Membership - Sec. 105 ï Investigation Page 11  
Each application shall be referred to a committee of three, appointed by the President, who shall make a 

careful investigation of the facts set forth in the application. The committee shall see proof of honorable 

service of the eligible veteran, unless he/she is a member of the VFW Post to which the applicant is ap-

plying for membership. The committee shall recommend election or rejection based on eligibility as set 

forth in Article 1, Sec. 101. The signatures of at least two persons who served on this committee are nec-

essary. The Auxiliary shall not take action on the application until the investigating committee report is 

made to the Auxiliary.  

 

7. Article VIII ï Sec. 813A Paragraph 2 Page 76 ï 77 

An Auxiliary shall have a General Fund, a Relief Fund, and any other funds needed, such as a National 

and Department Dues Fund, a Cancer Insurance Fund, a Junior Girls Unit Fund, a Kitchen Fund, a 

Bingo Fund, and so forth. Money in the Funds shall be maintained in one checking account. However, if 

state law requires money in the Bingo, Gaming or similar Fund to be maintained in a separate checking 

account, then the Auxiliary may have two checking accounts. An Auxiliary may also have savings and 

investment accounts upon approval of the Auxiliary. Auxiliaries may not possess credit cards, ATM 

(Automated Teller Machine) cards and/or debit cards. 

 

Upon approval of the Auxiliary, the Auxiliary may have a savings or investment account which holds 

excess restricted funds such as Cancer Insurance or Cancer Matching Grant funds. Any funds held in 

that account must be easily accessible by the Auxiliary.
