There are currently three Alerts on the VFW Website.  I have previously forwarded 

these via email alerts, but they warrant a second look, if you didn’t take action the 

first time, do so this time: 

 

Stop Congress From Passing America’s Debt Onto Veterans 
The Veterans of Foreign Wars of the U.S. is absolutely against recent proposals in Congress to cut or eliminate 10 

benefits affecting military members, veterans and their families in an effort to balance the federal budget. This ―10 

for 10‖ plan — to cut 10 specific benefits to pay for 10 years of war — is a breach of faith with America’s military 

and veteran families.  

 

While the nation must make difficult fiscal decisions, programs and benefits provided to veterans and military fami-

lies were prepaid in full through their honorable service and sacrifice. America’s all-volunteer military has shoul-

dered a multi-theater war all by themselves for almost 10 years. They did so without question, and often with tre-

mendous sacrifice to themselves and their families. To ask these same men and women to sacrifice more is simply 

unconscionable. 

 

Please add your voice to ours by writing your member of Congress today to urge him or her to vocally oppose pro-

posals to cut or eliminate benefits for service members, veterans and their loved ones.  

 

Support Veterans' Employment and Training Bill  
Senate Veterans Affairs' Committee Chairman Patty Murray (D-WA) and Congressman Sanford Bishop (D-GA), 

Ranking Member on the House Appropriations' Subcommittee on Military Construction and VA have introduced 

legislation that would aggressively combat unemployment rates for veterans. The Hiring Heroes Act of 2011 is a top 

priority for the VFW. 

 

S. 951 and H.R. 1941 would require VA, DOD, and the Department of Labor to identify gaps between military train-

ing skills and civilian licensure and credentialing. It also makes Transition Assistance Program (TAP) classes man-

datory for all separating service members, and provides veterans an additional 24 months under VA's Vocational 

Rehabilitation and Education program. 

 

Urge President to Restore POW/MIA Mission Funding 
The Veterans of Foreign Wars of the U.S. is absolutely against a Defense Department plan to pare back POW/MIA 

mission funding and personnel, which also goes against White House recommendations, too. The VFW is joined by 

the leaders of seven other veterans' and POW/MIA family organizations. 

 

Please add your voice to ours by writing President Obama today to urge him to restore funding and personnel to the 

U.S.-Russia Joint Commission on POW/MIAs, and to protect the proposed budgets of the Joint POW/MIA Account-

ing Command. 

 

Our nation’s fullest possible accounting mission is a sacred obligation to never leave a fallen service member behind. 

There is no compromise in fulfilling that mission.

Your awards for the students should be done at a school assembly, even if 
there is not one until May.  However, the students should be notified of how 
they placed as soon as judging is over.  If you wish to have a dinner or party 
at your post for them, you can wait and let them know that way, as long as 
you don’t delay past early December.    
 
Let the first place winners know the date and place of the VOD Banquet 
and be prepared to attend.  (Casa Grande - Jan. 15, 2011)  Tell their par-
ents also and let them know the post will be getting them a room if neces-
sary, and their dinner tickets.
