"Mentoring" is a process that always involves communication and is relationship based, 
but its precise definition is elusive. One definition of the many that have been proposed, 
is Mentoring is a process for the informal transmission of knowledge, social capital, and 
the psychosocial support perceived by the recipient as relevant to work, career, or pro-
fessional development; mentoring entails informal communication, usually face-to-face 
and during a sustained period of time, between a person who is perceived to have 
greater relevant knowledge, wisdom, or experience (the mentor) and a person who is 
perceived to have less (the protégé)". 
 
Mentoring in Europe has existed since at least Ancient Greek times. Since the 1970s it 
has spread in the United States of America mainly in training contexts and it has been 
described as "an innovation in American management".

There are no unimportant elections. 

 

Every one of us, except for our youngest members (those under 18), should be registered to vote 

and should vote in every election.  Primaries have already been held in Arizona and the general 

elections will be held on Tuesday, 8 November.  In Arizona there is no excuse for the lackluster 

voting turn outs that there are.  Every registered Arizona voter can request a mail in ballot.  And, 

you can request to be put on the list to receive a mail in ballot for every election.  If you don’t 

want to go to the polls – then request a mail in ballot!!!! 

 

The Voter Registration Applications deadline is October 11, 2011 if you want to vote in the No-

vember 8, 2011 election.  Go to:  https://servicearizona.com/webapp/evoter/selectLanguage to 

register to vote online.  Beside the above online application, you can also register to vote in per-

son or obtain a mail-in application from: 

 

• County Election Office (see attached list later in pinpoints)  

• Division of Motor Vehicles 

• Aid to Families with Dependent Children (AFDC) offices 

• Medicaid offices 

• Food Stamps offices 

• Women, Infants and Children (WIC) benefits offices 

• Agencies that provide services to people disabilities  

 

If you are not sure of your voter registration status you can check it at https://voter.azsos.gov/

VoterView/RegistrantSearch.do  you can search three things: Voter Registration Information, 

Polling Place, or Provisional Ballot.  If you click on “Search Your Voter Registration Informa-

tion”.  After entering the required information (name, voter ID or driver’s license number, date of 

birth, and county) and clicking “search” the next screen will have three sections:  Registrant De-

tail, Districts, and Election Voting History.  Registrant Detail will have your name, the status of 

your voter registration (whether it its active or not), with the reason next, then the party you reg-

istered as, and if you are on the Indefinite Absentee (mail in ballot).  The Districts section has 

information on what Congressional and Legislative Districts you are in; what Ward you are in (if 

your city has these) Justice of the Peace, School District, Board of Supervisors and Water Dis-

trict.  The final section lists the last 12 times you voted – with the election date, election name, 

type of election, and how you voted (polling place or absentee).  Polling Places need to be 

searched when it is closer to the election and they are also listed on the sample ballot sent out be-

fore the election.   

 

Register to vote by October 11th, if you aren’t registered, in order to vote in the November elec-

tion.  And also REMEMBER TO VOTE IN NOVEMBER.

VOICE OF DEMOCRACY & PATRIOTS PEN 
 
Step 5 
  
As promised in my last article, this step outlines tips for the final VOD speech committal 
to CD.  Once the student is satisfied they have done their best and you and the teacher 
have verified all criteria for eligibility have been met, it’s time to finish the project.   
 
Contact your nearest radio station and ask to speak to one of the DJs.  Explain the VOD 
program to them and ask if they would be willing to allow your students to record their 
speeches in their soundproof recording area.  They should be thrilled because it gives 
the station an opportunity to perform community service without costing them any 
money.  They will burn a CD for each student.  Couple the CDs with their respective ap-
plication forms and you are ready for judging.  If you cannot find a station look for the 
best equipment you can burn a CD with and help the students get them done.  But most 
home equipment will not have the superior quality of the station equipment and the 
soundproof element is not there. 
 
Step 6 
 
Begin searching for appropriate judges.  They should be prominent community figures or 
at least people who are known for reasonable literary ability.  Newspaper columnists, 
councilmen (women), other elected officials, even teachers if they are not judging their 
own students.  You need at least three judges - more if wanted but must be an odd num-
ber to prevent ties. 
 
Schedule a date convenient for them all if possible, separately if you must, sometime 
between your Nov. 1 deadline and the district Nov. 16 deadline.  Give yourself plenty of 
time to get them to the VFW district chairman.   
 
Be sure to thank the students, parents, teachers and DJs for their participation.  We will 
discuss recognition tips in the next article.

Every day is Buddy Poppy distribution day, but next month November is one of our big-
gest.  If you can, please submit an article showing the date, times and locations for your 
distributions. 
 
Buddy Poppy History 
Since 1922, the Buddy Poppy has been an integral part of the VFW community. As 
VFW’s official memorial flower, the Poppy represents the bloodshed by American service 
members. It reiterates that VFW will not forget their sacrifices. The Poppy movement 
was inspired by Canadian Army Col. John McCrae’s famous poem, ―In Flanders Fields.‖ 
Poppies were originally distributed by the Franco-American Children’s League to benefit 
children in the devastated areas of France and Belgium following WWI. Today, disabled 
veterans assemble Poppies and VFW pays them for their work. In most cases, this extra 
money provides additional income for the worker to pay for the little luxuries that make 
hospital life more tolerable. Another reason Poppies are so important is because all pro-
ceeds from distribution are used for veterans welfare or for the well being of their needy 
dependents and the orphans of veterans.  More than 1,300 children of veterans have 
been, or are being cared for in the VFW National Home for Children in Eaton Rapids, 
Mich., thanks to a portion of Poppy funds.  By doing these articles the Auxiliary is get-
ting information out to the public and they see what we do in the community and look 
for us to share their support!
